Disasters and human existence go hand in hand. Over the years, Delhi has seen the worst of disasters. This is where BJS identified the area of disaster response management as one of its key area of operation and have undertaken many relief & rehabilitation operations successfully. 

Our strength lies in:

1. Decision-Making Power 
2. Nationwide volunteer force 
3. Extensive work at the grassroots level
4. Time-bound action taking process

BJS was created with the sole mission to help those who need a helping hand especially in times of disaster. To respond and support during major disasters for immediate relief activities, restore educational and health facility and work for educational rehabilitation of disaster-affected children.

1. To build a network of committed and trained volunteers in Delhi so that the team can reach the affected areas instantly during times of crisis. 

2. To have a focus on educational rehabilitation of affected children to bring them into mainstream education and routine life as early as possible so as to minimize psychological impact and trauma.

3. To provide not just educational but also medical assistance to the affected families in order to restore the damage caused. 

4. To provide required material for immediate as well as long-term needs.

Our team of diligent volunteers begins with a step by step process:

1. A team of experienced volunteers is sent to the affected areas who analyze the situation. 
2. Another team is sent with the material required for immediate relief.
3. Support camps are set up to provide meals and medicines to the affected population.
4. Then funding efforts are carried on strategically arranging site visits for decision-makers and also establishes a connection with the network of resourceful fundraisers.

BJS Delhi Social Development work focuses on interventions relevant to every age group. With the intention to focus on the family as a unit that is a foundation of society, BJS identifies issues and concerns of critical importance to individual life and having its spread across the nation. Concerns related to adolescent girls and children born with congenital facial deformities are two such issues that are critical and have exceptionally large pre-valence across the country.


Social Programs 

1. Smart Girl 

While in this age potential of adolescent girls and young women has no limit to touch the sky, given the social threats that they have to face, BJS has focused since 2008 on empowering them for their emotional strengthening.

Workshops for Girls

BJS believes in empowering girls to lead a positive life while being able to deal with adverse situations by themselves.

With this core belief, BJS embarked upon designing & delivering a unique program for the empowerment of teenagers and young adult women.

The program is conceived and delivered to empower girls to-

1. Develop healthy mindset
2. Equip them to resiliently respond and deal with risk factors in the external environment
3. Strengthen their relationships with their families as the primary support system

2. Plastic Surgery 

The newly born babies with congenital facial deformities face health problems like not being able to feed, speak or see properly; psychological problems like not being able to participate in mainstream education. 

Highlights of this initiative: 

1. Starting these camps in 1990, BJS has restored smiles on the faces of over 200,000 such persons comprising children, youth, and aged people.
2. The only way of treating deformities like Cleft Lips, Squint eyes, or Facial scars is plastic surgery and we have been successfully helping the ones who can’t afford the expenses of these surgeries. 


Other Initiatives 

1. Minority 

Even after getting the minority status on 27th January 2014 from Central Government, our field experiences showed us that there’s a lack of information about the rights and benefits that minority community members get through various schemes. In order to eradicate the domination, BJS Delhi has taken the following steps:

1. Collated all information about various schemes that offer benefits to the minority community and got trained about the process of applying for minority status and for availing the benefits.

2. In order to create awareness, the team of BJS created multiple channels to disseminate this information through a set of published books for laypersons in very easy-to-understand resources which were shared among the population through various means. 

3. Designed a one-day workshop for Educational Institutions to specially make them aware of the advantages in running and establishing minority institutions. 


2. Matrimonial 

BJS under the leadership of Mr. Shantilal Muttha, the visionary social entrepreneur, delved into the challenges facing the community in the particular arena of marriages in the Jain Community affecting families & particularly the younger generation and came up with a number of effective initiatives, practical & implementable solutions in pursuit of one’s goal for a happy, contented & successful family life.

3. Business Development Program 
The lack of appropriate and timely guidance is a serious concern for the entrepreneurs of this country. BJS understands the importance and the need of this national issue and has taken a step ahead to work on it by way of the ‘Business Development Program’.

1. It is a great platform for small, big retailers, wholesalers, traders, dealers, distributors, manufacturers, and women entrepreneurs to have a revolution in their businesses.

2. The participants can discuss their business concerns and get mentoring support from an expert in business management and reach the heights of success. 

Education Initiatives

2. Improving quality and providing intervention programs to educational institutions, 
3. Contributing to the social causes through these educational institutions.

1. Created a niche in rehabilitating disaster-affected children for their education since 1993 and having established a permanent Wagholi Educational Rehabilitation Center (WERC)
2. A fundamental contribution to the domain of education and to bring in revolutionary changes in school education with the objective to transform the education system of India, Shri. Shantilal Muttha founded a not-for-profit organization Shantilal Muttha Foundation (SMF)
